Directions:  Students read the Current Research page of the COSEE Coastal Trends web site (http://www1.coseecoastaltrends.net/modules/fish/investigate_current_research/) and study the research tools that scientists use to conduct their investigations.

Student pairs or groups of 3 discuss other types of data that may be useful in studying the Chesapeake Bay and its inhabitants.  Once the group has decided on what kind of data would be useful, their job is to design the tool and make a model of the instrument.  In addition to the model, they should develop some sort of graphic representation that shows how the tool works and what sort of data it collects.  For the high flying students, you may want them to show graphically, what the data would look like that their instrument collects.
