Hurricane Tracking
Objectives:  To track a hurricane using latitude and longitude; to give information about the hurricane’s formation and its amount of devastation.

Procedure
Using the hurricane you selected, go to www.nhc.noaa.gov/pastall.shtml and find out the following information.  Once you are on this site go to Atlantic, Caribbean and the Gulf Coast to locate your hurricane by year.  Another useful site is http://fermi.jhuapl.edu/avhrr/gs/averages/index.html.
1. Where did your hurricane originate?

2. What was its path?  Draw its path on your hurricane map.

3. 3.  When did it occur?   When was it classified as a tropical storm?  When was it upgraded to a hurricane?
4. As the hurricane advanced to the coast, did it change its category and what was its category rating?

5. Where did it make landfall?  How much damage and what type of damage was done in its path?

6. How far inland did it travel before it stopped affecting the mainland?

7. How many if any lives were lost?  How many if any people were injured?

8. What type of evacuation plan was followed?  What types of measures were taken by the local, state, or federal government?
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Teacher Notes:
If you must use www.nhc.noaa.gov instead of the full address, you may get to the information by using the list on the left.  Under hurricane history, click on seasons archive and continue with the instructions.  Have each student select a different hurricane to research.  Afterwards they may compare their results.
